It was in 1987 that we purchased our first Highlands and the
Braco Fold was established. We have had 23 wonderful years
working with these amazing animals and through them we have met
interesting, friendly Highland breeders from all around our own country
and internationally and been involved in organisations that we never
thought possible when we started this venture. Now, as retirement
beckons, it is time for us to part with our Highlands and sit back and
reflect on what has been.

Over the years we have had great pleasure in developing the
genetics in the Braco Fold. We can still remember the excitement of
breeding our first ‘Purebred’ animals and purchasing our first Full-
blood’ cow, Liz of Norgrove (who had been imported from Canada in
1979) and some of her family. It was about this time in 1996 when we
both gave up our off-farm jobs and went back to being self-employed
and farming our Highlands full-time.

One of lan’s special interests has been pedigrees and so it
seemed logical to go overseas and source our own genetics. Over
the years we have visited more than 50 Highland Folds in Australia,
the UK, Canada and the USA researching and seeking new genetics
to assist with the development of Highlands in New Zealand.

We have personally selected embryos from Australia and
Canada and semen from Australia and the UK. This has resulted in
the Braco fold being 100% fullblood stock, all with full recorded pedi-
grees that we can trace back to the UK. Braco can also offer all of
the 6 colours to be found in Highlands. These genetics can be found
in the animals being offered for sale.
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Part of the development of the Braco Fold was to take our animals out to
shows and see how they fared against others. Our first venture was to
the Royal show in 1996 and showing has been a large part of our social
life for the last 14 years. When we first started the other beef breeders
looked at us sceptically but now we are an established breed amongst
the best of them.

This has been a team effort and we must have been doing some-
thing right as there are more than 150 championship ribbons hanging on
our walls as testament. Many of these show winners, or progeny of, are
included in the catalogue of animals for sale.

Some of the highlights include:

- Supreme Champions at the Royal Shows in 1996, 2000 and 2005 with
3 generations of one family.

- Supreme Champion at the Royal Easter Show 8 times in 11 years.

- Taking out the Supreme Exhibit at the show that all Highland breeders
just love to win, the NZHCS Winter Show, in 2000, 2001, 2008 and 2009.
- Getting a 1st place in the 2006 International Virtual Show.

- Seeing Braco cattle and their progeny win championships for our
clients.

lan also likes to get involved in judging Highland cattle and has
been seen around A & P shows in this role and is currently the Tutor
Judge for Highlands on the RAS Judging list. He was also proud to be
a judge for the 2004 International Virtual show and was a selected judge
at the 2006 International gathering in the USA.

We were foundation members of the NZ Highland Cattle Society
in 1993 and have both been heavily involved with Council activities ever
since. Shirley was made an Honorary Life Member in 2008 and lan is
currently on the Council. ~ This national presence has been a very
rewarding and interesting part of our Highland involvement over the
years.

It is now time to let go and go and do the things that we have
planned for our retirement years.

We hope that you get as much pleasure from the Braco Highland
cattle being offered for sale as we have over the years and we look for-
ward to sharing our knowledge and experience to whoever cares to ask.
